I suspect that for many Memorial Day signals the 
official beginning of summer and the 14 week march 
to Labor Day on September 1. Now, I rather suspect 
that those who came up with Memorial Day never 
intended it to be the official kick-off weekend for 
summer, or that labor day would signal the time for 
people to close up the cabin, finish up vacations, and 
head into the fall and winter schedule. However, 
unintended it might have been it seems pretty much 
to work that way and I really don’t mind. 
 
The reason is simply this that it seems appropriate to 
being out summer by remembering those who meant 
a great deal to us. When I think of the summer I think 
of my father, a blacksmith working under the intense 
heat of a red-hot forge and the loud pounding of a 
belt driven hammer. I also remember him for his 
antics, the antics of a blacksmith, of a person who if 
you couldn’t fix it with a 5 pound hammer, then try a 
ten pound hammer. It is not a method that works well 
in our digital age, but it served him pretty well in the 
industrial age he had been a part of, hence some of 
his antics. For example, my parents had an old 
International Harvester Fridge. I think they purchased 
it in the early 1940’s, it is now the late 1980’s it 
finally quit working. My mother had reminded my 
father, at least once that the ‘old’ fridge needed to be 
moved from the basement out of the house. Again, if 
a 5 pound hammer doesn’t work, try a 10 pound. 
With that in mind and being close to 80 years old, my 
father decides to tie a heavy rope around the fridge, 
run the rope up the stairs to the back door, and attach 
the other end to his Subaru station wagon. I don’t 
think I need to offer a much better description except 
to ask you to simply use your imagination. The report 
I heard suggests that the fridge literally ‘popped’ out 
of the basement. I also understand that there was no 

damage either to the car or to my father, not a least 
until mom tried to get out of the back door. 
 
I think the reason that remembering is so important is 
because we have been created for relationships, 
created to be connected one to another, created also 
to be connected to God, to be in relationship with 
him. For you see, along with teaching me about 5 and 
10 pound hammers, my father also taught me about 
faith and service, about community and family, and 
about God and his relationship with me, with us, 
which is something I want always to remember. 
 
It is my prayer for each of you that your summer will 
be filled with memories that will bless you to be a 
blessing through out all of your life and remember, 
don’t try a five pound hammer, instead take it in to 
get fixed.

Even as I felt the sweat beads dropping 
from my face, I never realized how big of an impact 
these experiences would have on my life until later. 
My act of simply taking time out to help these 
people, not only, left an impression on each of their 
lives but on mine as well. Little did I know that God 
was calling me to be an instrument of service. 
 
As a Diaconal minister, I am called to pick up my 
basin and towel; to serve all God’s people. For me, 

Diaconal ministry is all about being called, in the 
words of Frederick Buechner, “to the place where my 
deep gladness and the world’s deep hunger meet.” 
Where are the places where your deep gladness and 
the world’s deep hunger meet? How can you use 
these places to serve God? Consider the awesome 
experiences you could share as homes serving 
together! Think of how God can use you as an 
instrument of service! Reflect on service while 
engaging in caring conversation, rituals/traditions, 
and worship.  
 
Serving together can be such a powerful experience 
which is why I am super excited for the youth who 
are heading to the Gulf Coast. I truly believe we all 
will be surprised at how God uses each of them to be 
instruments of service to the people of the Gulf 
Coast. But service shouldn’t end there, service should 
be a part of who God calls us to be daily. My hope is 
for us to follow in the footsteps of these youth as 
each of us takes the time to serve someone else.  
 
God declares to each of us, “You are blessed to be a 
blessing, loved to love, and called to serve others! So 
let us share that declaration with all God’s people!
